Assembly

It is recommended to use two or more persons during the
assembly process. F E C

1. Attach lamp shade (B) on the socket and secure it
with socket ring.

2. Unscrew canopy nuts (C) from mounting bracket
(D). Attach mounting bracket (D) to the junction
box (not included) with two junction box screws

(E).

3. Make electrical connections using wire nuts (F)

4. Place canopy (A) against the mounting surface,
allowing the preassembled screws on mounting A: Canopy
bracket (D) to pass through canopy (A). Secure with B: Glass Shade

6. Restore electrical power when complete.

Connect white cord or ribbed surface cord to the white wire of supply circuit.

Connect black cord or cord with half the markings and smooth surface to the black wire of supply circuit.
Connect the bare copper grounding wire from the fixture to the green screw on the mounting bracket and
the grounding conductor of the supply circuit. Use U.L/CSA Listed wire connectors suitable for the size,
type and number of conductors. No loose strands or loose connections should be present.
