1 Before you begin: For an installation with the Shower Down
extendable shower arm, pull the existing shower arm up and
down to ensure the plumbing behind the wall is sturdy and can
hold the weight of the new shower unit - about 4 Ibs. when filled §
with water (i.e. plastic pipes will NOT hold the weight of the
shower unit).
If the plumbing behind the wall doesn’t seem sturdy enough to
hold the weight of the new shower unit (see above), strap the
pipes to a stud. You may have to cut the hole larger to do this,
but do not cut it larger than 2 1/2” diameter.
