Important: This product must be installed in accordance with

the local installation codes by a person familiar with construction and
operation of this product and the hazards involved.

1. Black wire from ceiling (junction box) attaches to "L" wire
from the fixture.

2.  White wire from ceiling (junction box) attaches to "N" wire
from the fixture.

"E" wire from the fixture is attached to the mounting bracket
and an additional "E" wire from the mounting bracket must
be secured to the junction box.

4. Secure mounting bracket to the junction box.

5. Insert screws in the top side of the mounting bracket.

"L” = Hot wire
"N” = Neutral wire

Fix the crossbar on the junction box on the ceiling.

.Unscrew loop of the threaded pipe(03), hang the canopy ring(02)

and ceiling canopy on the threaded pipe(03), screw loop only
onto the threaded pipe(03), then hang on the crossbar, hang
the chain(04) on the threaded pipe(03) with the safe lock.

.Connect all wire on the lamp body(06) correctly, pull on

main wire through the threaded pipe(05), then assembly the
threaded pipe(05) and lamp body (06).

.Hang the lamps on the chain(04) by safe lock,pull on main wire

along the chain(04) and arrive the threaded pipe(03) by the
junction box, then connect all wire on the junction box
correctly.

.Fix the ceiling canopy on the ceiling with the canopy ring.
.As the crystal dressing instruction, hang the crystal parts.
