.3. Fig.1. Mount fixture housing “A” (casting) to 4” octagonal Junction Box with (2) 8-32 flat hd.
     screws (by others) making sure cast housing is leveled (if wall installation) or aligned as  
     desired if ceiling installation, or specifically orientated per architectural specifications.
.4. Make wire connections inside Junction box.
.5. Reinstall cover “C” first moving all wire connections and excess wire into Junction box.
.6. Install lamp(s).For halogen lamp : 

.7. Fig.1. Install glass mounting arm “R”onto casting.

.8. Fig.1. Install glass mounting arm “P”onto casting.

.9. Fig.1/3 Loosen  adjustable arm “P” by thumb screw “Q” enough to install glass.
10.Fig.3. Install glass and finger tighten tumb screw “Q” to adjust arm “P” and secure glass.
11.Fig.4. Tighten the plastic  screws “S” holding the shade in place without overtightening
     them.
12.Restore power.
